Value of the Scholarship:
Monthly grant: 25.000 New Taiwan Dollars (about 734 Euros, exchange rate of Jan. 27, 2021 1€=34,0321 NTD).
Attention: fees like travel expenses, tuition fees and health insurance, etc. are not paid additionally

Scholarship period:

Scholarship for six months: September 1%, 2021 through February 28%, 2022; or March 1%t through Aug. 31°, 2022
Scholarship for three months: one trimester in the academic year 2021/22 (Sept.-Nov.; Dec.-Feb.; March-May;
June-Aug.)

Requirements for qualification:
e Austrian, Croatian or Slovenian citizenship
e Students are not eligible to apply if they:
- have already received a Taiwan or Huayu Enrichment Scholarship in the past
- are currently enrolled in a language or degree program in Taiwan
- will be part of a student’s exchange-program in the academic year 2021/22
- possess R.O.C. passport or are overseas Chinese students
